My daughter and | use it to put the riding
lawnmower on to clean and do general maintenance that
it needs after use.

This 1,500 Ib. lift gives you a large working platform to
help you perform maintenance and repairs on your
heavier ATVs, motorcycles, and other such vehicles.
The Titan HDML-1500XLT lift is a great addition to
any enthusiast’s garage.

When it is all put together along with the side and
front extensions, it measures 102 inches long
and 52 inches wide. It is built with Heavy Duty
12 gauge steel, then powder coated for a durable
finish. It also has built in retractable casters, so when you
need to move it around on the concrete floor, it glides
very well even when the motorcycle is loaded onto the lift.
When the casters are up, the lift is firmly planted on the
floor and will not move when you are working. There is a
single hydraulic lifting cylinder, with accompanying dual
function power unit; air or hydraulic foot-pump operation;
and automatic safety locking mechanisms that prevent the
lift from lowering until you are ready.
